Invocation of the Holy Spirit: 
V. Come Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful. R. And kindle in them the fire of your love.
V. Send forth your Spirit and they will be created. R. And you will renew the face of the earth.

Memorare: 
Remember, O most gracious Virgin Mary, that never was it known that anyone who fled to your 
protection, implored your help, or sought your intercession, was left unaided. Inspired by this 
confidence, I fly unto you, O Virgin of virgins, my Mother. To you do I come, before you I stand, sinful 
and sorrowful. O Mother of the Word Incarnate, despise not my petitions, but in your mercy, hear 
and answer me. Amen.

• Come Holy Spirit…
• Let us pray: Heavenly Father, we thank you for our new Holy Father, Pope Leo XIV. Fill him with your Spirit 

so that he may lead your Church in a renewed proclamation of Jesus Christ, Our Saviour.
